Motahhari martyr: Revolution is the
uprising of people against the existing
ruling system in order to create the
desired situation and order, so the roots of
the revolution are two things: one is
dissatisfaction and anger with the current
situation and the other is search for the
favorable situation

Characteristics of revolutions

A- In the process of revolution, several

stages occur: 1- overthrow (subversion
)2- transfer power 3- clearing of the
main pillars of the previous
government

B- A revolution happens quickly and
suddenly, despite the fact that its
formation process is relatively long
because it has historical roots.
